Those who are not 
Catholic  MAY  receive this Blessing.  In addition it will be the 
actual Feast of Our Lady of Mt. Carmel.  Please prepare by 
reading about her and her Scapular.
ST. BENEDICT -  Canon Pérez will bless all St. Benedict  
medals on his feast on July 11th, THIS TUESDAY.  Make sure you 
bring them in time in ziplock bags with your name and phone 
number.
PROPER ATTIRE -  We ask that  EVERYONE who enters into the 
Holy House of God, which this holy Temple is, be properly dressed.  No 
shorts, sleeveless dresses or shirts: no beach or picnic wear should ever be 
worn here. Not just on Sundays, but NEVER. Please be so kind as to 
respect our  rules.
